BEACON OF HOPE ST. JOSEPH CATHEDRAL RESTORATION :
Why are there statues of pelicans in the Cathedral?
The symbolism of the mother pelican feeding her
young pelicans comes from a legend which said that in
times of famine the mother pelican would wound
herself by striking her breast with her beak in order to
feed her young with her blood to keep them from
starving to death. Early on Christians applied this
legend to Jesus and His own self-sacrifice for our
redemption: He died that we might have life. The
legend also serves as an image for the Eucharist:

Jesus feeds us with his own flesh and blood to keep us spiritually

alive.
